MANNER

RIDE ON THE LEFT

Please remember to ride on the left side of the street in Japan. We know many of
you are used to riding on the right, so be careful! Stay off the sidewalk unless really
necessary, and when on the sidewalk, ride slow and yield to people on foot.
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HELMETS RECOMMENDED

Since April, everyone In Japan Is required by law to wear a helmet as much as
possible when on a bike. Though there's no fine for not doing so, we
recommend you to wear one as a professional urban cyclist.
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FRONT AND REAR BRAKES REQUIRED

It's illegal in Japan to ride a bike on public streets without both front AND rear
brakes. You're also required to have both brakes on your bike to compete in our
Delivery Race at Nissan Stadiuml
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LIGHT UP WHEN DARK

Make sure to use your light/s at night to let others know you're there. A front
light Is a must, while you can go with either a rear light or decent reflector.
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DON'T DRINK AND RIDE!

After drinking any alcoholic beverage, please walk your bike or consider locking
it in a bike parking or other safe spot and take public transportation. Think
safety first and enjoy the CMW(Cs!
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
